Mn monthly active users. Before the current Oi
Playschool acquisition, FirstCry in 2016 also acquired
Mahindra’s baby care retail business Babyoye for $54
Mn.Through this acquisition, FirstCry plans to
aggressively expand the presence, both through organic
and inorganic route The playschool segment is currently
at $2 Bn and is expected to reach $5 Bn by 2022.. Source:
